Zerk Fixer-Upper

| found and purchased a new tool for my collection, a zerk or grease fitting rejuvenator. | got it from NAPA
because | had a discount that made it as cheap as Amazon. It has a grease gun coupler on the end of a
syringe. The syringe gets filled with any light weight oil or penetrat-
ing oil. You put it on the zerk (must be a straight not 45 or 90) then
tap the syringe plunger with a hammer. It forces the oil into the zerk
and into the joint. Once it is flushed out and dripping with oil, re-
move the tool, hook up the grease gun and pump the fitting with
grease until you've cleared out all the old stuff and the oil. | used it
on the 4 zerks of the driveshaft today and was really surprised at
how well it cleaned out the u-joints. | will attack the front suspen-

When | contacted Mel, he offered his ‘53 sedan as a back-up in case | could not get the needed parts. | hurriedly
called StudebakerParts.com in Arizona late Tuesday. Russ Ware assured me he had the grommets and could send them 2-day air for a
Friday arrival. Thank goodness | had Mel’s generous offer.

By the time the parts arrived Friday at 2pm, | had already installed the valley cover and the intake manifold.

Helped by my friend Sherrill, the job was finished by 4 pm Friday.

From Larry Cooper 7 Mar 2019

Hi Donald,

The info I gave you caused me to reminisce. You might be interested in what I am about to state. I am not asking
that it be published, but should you care to, feel free to use part or all of my wild story:

There was a man and his wife who owned some farm land which was adjacent to the northeast of the city limits of
Sayre. It was not productive land, so he opened a service station in town. I purchased gasoline from him and one day,
as [ went to pay, I saw a Chevy tilt steering column. I mentioned that in my last post. I asked if it was for sale, it was
so I bought it for my Stude pickup.

We used to have a car show every summer and I entered my pickup. A young man had a car there, I believe it was a
'58 Ford hard-top convertible. We visited and he told me he was a distant relative of the Studebaker clan. He had my
attention. It turned out that he was the son of the farmer and his wife who owned the farm land stated above. The wife
of the farmer was the great-great (and maybe another great) granddaughter of the Studebaker family. A daughter of
the original Studebaker family married a man named Barnes. To that marriage were born children along with off-
spring. How the relative got to Sayre I do not know.

Back to the farm land, the city of Sayre purchased some of the land to be used as the city dump grounds. After a time,
the farmer started selling portions to individuals and a relative of mine purchased a large portion of the land and start-
ed building houses for sale. The city then annexed all that area, and I ended up purchasing a house and one acre which
was listed on a north/south street. Later the entire area was platted and streets were designated but not opened. One of
those streets bordered my property.

Now, completely away from what I was telling, back in the 1920s there was a man from Sayre who was a well-
known opera star. His name was Joe Benton. He was living in Italy and performing opera under the name of Joseph
Bentonelli. The town was proud of him, so they named one of the streets “Benton Street”. Mr. Benton, when he was
young, was a member of the church my family and I attended. Our church is on the list of historical places, and when
the 75™ anniversary of the church was commemorated Mr. Benton came for the celebration and sang in the morning
service. I believe he had become a member of the OU faculty at that time.

Because of the recognition by the city of Mr. Benton I thought the great-great granddaughter of the Studebakers
should be noted. I wrote to the city council and requested a street be named for her family and, as there were no hous-
es located on the street which borders my property, I asked that it be named "Studebaker Drive" and that was done.

Now my property is at the corner of Studebaker Drive and Watts Street. There are two Studebaker vehicles parked
in my shop, which faces Studebaker Drive.

Interesting item reprinted from the Rocky Mountain Hudson-Essex-Terraplane newsletter of April 2019

Most of us know that the energy produced to meet the needs of consumers is subsidized. An article in Forbes Magazine (William Malo-
ney, March 2018) mentioned that subsidies projected for 2019, based on per megawatt hour, amounted to $0.5 for coal, $1 to $2 for oil
and natural gas, $15 to $57 for wind and $43 to $320 for solar. Eighty percent of current global energy comes from hydrocarbons (oil,
natural gas, coal), the remainder from renewable and nuclear sources. The Federal Government, courtesy of those of us who pay taxes,
spent the following amounts on Energy Subsidies in 2017: $74 billion to support research & development, $50 billion for nuclear power,
$24 billion for fossil fuels and $26 billion for renewable energy technologies and energy efficiency. Approximate Statistics: It costs
$3,000,000 to $4,000,000 to build and install a wind turbine that weighs hundreds of thousands of pounds. The crane required to lift
the stanchion and gear box costs over $100,000 per day of use. Landowners receive a minimum of $8,000 per year for each turbine. A
pair of technicians will be needed to maintain 15 turbines.
